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Lesson Plan
By the end of this period, students will be able to:
1. Understand the main content of the text and describe the features of the future home;
2. Analyze the structure and the textual features of the text;
3. Talk about the changes taking place in the future home and reflect on the impact of scientific

and technological progress on human civilization.

Procedures:



Interactive activity 1: Predicting the future home

*T: Show students pictures about where people live in the past and at present. Ask students
to brainstorm what our future homes will be like.
*Ss: Brainstorm what our homes will be like in the future.

Purpose: To get familiar with the topic and make predictions about the passage.

Guided question:

What will our homes be like in the future?

Interactive activity 2: Analyzing the title

*T: Ask students to take a look at the title of the passage and explain the word “dome”.
*Ss: Guess the meaning of the title.

Purpose: To learn the new word “dome” and arouse curiosity.

Guided questions:
1. Have you heard the idiom “Home, sweet home?”

2. What is a dome?

Independent activity 3: Finding the key features

*T: Ask students to read the title, the pre-reading questions and the first paragraph and pick
out the words describing the key features of the future home and explain the key words.
*Ss: pick out the key words describing the key features of the future home.

Purpose: To get a general idea of the passage.

Guided question:

What are the key features of the future home mentioned in the text?

Interactive activity 4: Exploring the details

*T: Ask students to underline the details related to the three features with colored pens.

*Ss: Read the text and underline the details.

*T: Ask students what details they have underlined and explain some new words and sentences.
*Ss: Share their understanding of the details.

Purpose: To better understand the details about the future home.

Guided questions:



1. How is our future home weather-proof?
2. How does the future home get powered?

3. What does the passage say about the housework?

Independent activity 5: Finding more features

*T: Ask students to read the text again and find more features of the future home.
*Ss: Read the text again, find more features of the future home and share with classmates.

Purpose: To further understand the features of the future home.

Guided questions:
1. What other features are mentioned in the passage?

2. How do you know that?

Interactive activity 6: Analyzing the author’s attitude

*T: Ask students about the author’s attitude towards the future home.
*Ss: Discuss and share in groups.

Purpose: To understand the author’s attitude towards the future home.

Guided question:

Does the author sound positive or negative about the future home?

Interactive activity 7: Discussing the textual features

*T: Ask students to discuss and analyze the textual features of the text.
*Ss: Discuss and analyze the textual features of the text.

Purpose: To understand the textual features of the text.

Guided questions:
1. What makes this passage interesting and easy to read?
2. What is the tone of the text?

Assignments:
1. Read the text three times. Pay attention to the pronunciation and intonation.

2. Draw a mind map of the main features and the supporting details of the future home.
